Devices that handle the translation of media streams 
between different types of telecommunication 
networks and transport protocols.
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• SIP Trunk

A SIP trunk is a service provided by ITSPs 
(Internet Telephony Service Providers), LECs 
(Local Exchange Carriers), ILECs (Independent 
Local Exchange Carriers) and CLECs 
(Competitive Local Exchange Carriers) that 
enable customers with PBXs (both traditional and 
IP-based PBXs) to terminate VoIP calls to the 
PSTN thereby eliminating the need to purchase 
BRIs, PRIs or PSTN gateways at the customer site.
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• SIP Trunk Delivery  
- MPLS delivery
Uses Multi-Protocol label switching and gives the highest level of 
reliability and  quality of media streams. 

- Managed Services
Carrier supplies the customer with a dedicated and fully-managed 
connection from their site to the customer’s site. This service offers quality 

of service (QoS) guarantees and is more expensive.

- Over-the-internet delivery
Customers provide their own bandwidth to access the carrier network. 
All that is required is Internet connectivity. This service does not offer 
quality of service guarantees.
